PLANES
        The  median plane divides the body into equal right and left halves.  There is only one median plane and it is sometimes called the “midsagittal” plane.


                                  Any plane parallel to the median plane is a sagittal plane.  It is also called a “paramedian” plane.


        Any plane which divides the body into dorsal and ventral portions is a dorsal plane. It is also called a “frontal” plane.

            A transverse plane cuts perpendicularly across the long axis of the body or body part.


  Transverse planes through the neck, carpus and tail.

 A transverse plane through the kidney.
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
