	 Auburn completed its 42nd season of women’s basketball and 
sports an all-time record of 830-393... AU has made 18 NCAA 
Tournament appearances, four WNIT appearances and three Final 
Fours in the program’s history... Head Coach Terri Williams-Flournoy 
completed her first season at Auburn... She has a 162-119 record as 
a head coach... AU advanced to the 2013 WNIT Quarterfinals... The 
Tigers are coming off a 13-17 season in 2011-12.

GOODBYE SENIORS
	 Auburn said goodbye to four seniors following the 2012-13 
season: Blanche Alverson, Julie King, Najat Ouardad and Pascale 
West.

800 AND COUNTING
	 Auburn picked up its 800th program victory last season, becom-
ing the 14th team in NCAA history to reach the 800-win plateau.

WINNING 150
	 Auburn head coach Terri Williams-Flournoy picked up the 150th 
win of her head coaching career on Dec. 12 as she led the Tigers to 
a 69-59 win at George Washington. The win was also significant as 
it was in Washington, D.C., where she spent her first eight years as a 
head coach at Georgetown.
	 Williams-Flournoy also hit a coaching milestone last on Dec. 9 
against Hofstra as the win was the 400th of her career as either an 
assistant or head coach. Following the win she had 251 wins as an 
assistant and 149 as a head coach.

6-UP
	 With Auburn’s 72-52 win over Tulane on March 27, the Tigers 
tallied their 19th win on the season, six more than the year before. 
Auburn finished the 2011-12 season with a 13-17 record.
	 The 19 wins are also the most for Auburn since winning 30 
during the 2008-09 SEC Championship season.

POSTSEASON PLAY
	 Advancing to the WNIT Quarterfinals, Auburn made its first post-
season appearance since 2011 and its 22nd all-time. The Tigers are 
11-3 all-time in the WNIT with three previous appearances (2003, 
2007, 2011) in the tournament, including a WNIT Championship in 
2003 under Joe Ciampi.

	 Coach Terri Williams-Flournoy is also the first Auburn women’s 
basketball coach ever to advance to the WNIT or NCAA Tournament 
in their first year on The Plains.

ALL I DO IS WIN
	 With the win over Tulane, Auburn head coach Terri Williams-
Flournoy picked up the 500th win of her basketball career - 88 as a 
player at Penn State, 251 as an assistant coach and 162 as a head 
coach. She now has 502.

STATS LEADERS
	 Junior Tyrese Tanner led the Auburn women’s basketball team 
in scoring during the 2012-13 season with 14.2 points per game, 
marking the second year in a row for her to lead the Tigers in the 
category. Senior Blanche Alverson led the team in rebounding with 
6.1 per game while senior Najat Ouardad led the team in assists 
with 5.7. Defensively, Ouardad led the team with 2.6 steals per 
game while sophomore Hasina Muhammad led the team with 1.2 
blocks per game

ALL-AROUND STAR
	 Senior Blanche Alverson was a superstar both on and off the 
court in her Auburn career. Off the court, she carried a 3.6 GPA as 
a biomedical sciences major, she was named Auburn’s 2012 Miss 
Homecoming and she started her own community service program, 
Ballin’ 4 Books.
	 On the court, she joined select company on Jan. 20 at Kentucky 
as she pulled down her 500th career rebound against the Wildcats. 
By reaching that plateau, she became just the fourth Auburn player 
ever to tally 1,000 points, 500 rebounds, 100 assists, 100 steals 
and 50 blocks. She finished her career with 1,244 points, 602 
rebounds, 185 assists, 127 steals and 65 blocks. The only other 
players to accomplish the feat are DeWanna Bonner (2005-09), 
Brenda Hill (1982-85) and Lori Monroe (1979-83).
	 Alverson is also one of just 10 Auburn players ranked in the top 
30 in career points (18th), rebounds (19th) and assists (30th).

ALVERSON NAMED SCHOLAR-ATHLETE OF THE YEAR
	 Senior Blanche Alverson was named the SEC’s Women’s 
Basketball Scholar-Athlete of the Year for the second year in a row 
on March 5. Alverson graduated in May with a degree in biomedical 
sciences, carrying a 3.6 GPA.

HASINA MUHAMMAD EARNS ALL-SEC HONORS
	 Auburn sophomore Hasina Muhammad was named to the All-
SEC Second Team on March 5 and the AP All-SEC Second Team on 
March 18. She finished the season second on the team and eighth 
in the SEC with 14.0 points per game. She also averaged 5.1 
rebounds, 2.4 steals and a team-high 1.2 blocks per game. She 
scored a career-high 27 points on March 24 vs. WKU and pulled 
down a career-high 10 rebounds on Dec. 12 at George Washington. 
She also tallied her first career double-double at GW as she scored 
21 points with nine steals.

3-POINT CHAMP
	 Senior Blanche Alverson earned an invitation to the State Farm 
College 3-Point Championship, held as part of the Men’s Final Four 
in Atlanta, Ga. Alverson, who finished fifth in the SEC for 3-pointers 
made per game with 2.0 per game, went on to take fourth in the 
competition.

IN NOVEMBER
	 Auburn is 113-29 all-time in the month of November (records 
begin in 1978-79 season, not all dates provided prior to or 
during that season). The Tigers went 5-2 in November under Terri 
Williams-Flournoy.

IN DECEMBER
	 Auburn is 206-47 all-time in the month of December (records 
begin in 1978-79 season, not all dates provided prior to or during 
that season). Williams-Flournoy went a perfect 6-0 in her first 
December as Auburn’s head coach.

IN JANUARY
	 Auburn is 191-110 all-time in the month of January (records 
begin in 1978-79 season, not all dates provided prior to or during 
that season). Head coach Terri Williams-Flournoy is 2-6 at Auburn 
in January.

IN FEBRUARY
	 Auburn is 170-113 all-time when playing in the month of 
February (records begin in 1978-79 season, not all dates provided 
prior to or during that season). Head Coach Terri Williams-Flournoy 
is 2-5 at Auburn in February.

IN MARCH
	 Auburn is 86-50 all-time in the month of March (records begin 
in 1978-79 season, not all dates provided prior to or during that 
season). Head Coach Terri Williams-Flournoy is 4-2 at Auburn in 
March. AU is 63-49 in post-season play in the month of March.

IN THE WNIT
	 Auburn is 11-3 all-time in the WNIT, previously appearing 
in the tournament in 2003, 2007 and 2011. The Tigers won the 
tournament in 2003, advanced to the quarterfinals in 2007 and 
lost in the second round to eventual champion Toledo in 2011.
	 Coach Williams-Flournoy is making her second appearance in 
the WNIT as a head coach and has a 6-2 record in the tournament. 
She led Georgetown to the quarterfinals in 2009 in her first appear-
ance.

HOME SWEET HOME
	 Auburn made itself at home during the 2012-13 season, win-
ning 15 of its 19 games at Auburn Arena. The Tigers had a 16-13 
record in Auburn Arena entering the season, but have improved to 
31-17 since. The 15 home wins are the most at home since Auburn 
went 16-4 at Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum during the 2002-03 
season.
	 The Tigers had a 14.9-point average win margin when playing 
at home this season along with a +5.5 average turnover margin. 
Tyrese Tanner led the team at home with 15.4 points and 4.4 
rebounds per game. Blanche Alverson followed with 14.2 points 
and a team-high 6.3 rebounds per game while Hasina Muhammad 
added 13.8 points per game.

HOLDING STRONG IN THE WNIT
	 Statistically, Auburn dominated in its four WNIT games, winning 
by an average of 12.0 points per game. Of the top-six margins of 
victory in the 2013 WNIT, Auburn owns three of them - winning by 
margins of 23, 18 and 20. The Tigers were the only team in the 
2013 WNIT to win three of their games by double figures.

POST-SEASON AT HOME
	 Auburn has played 19 postseason home games in program 
history. The Tigers sport an 18-1 record when playing in either the 
NCAA Tournament or WNIT on its home court.

	 In her six postseason WNIT games at Auburn, junior Tyrese 
Tanner has stepped up to the occasion, averaging 19.3 points, 7.2 
rebounds, 2.5 steals and 2.0 blocks per game. She averaged 11.0 
points and 7.0 rebounds in the 2011 WNIT as a freshman and had 
three 20-point games in 2013. She scored a career-high 29 against 
UAB and followed up with 24 against Western Kentucky and 25 vs. 
Tulane.

IN THE SEC TOURNAMENT
	 Auburn has a 34-30 all-time record in the SEC Tournament and 
has won it on four occasions - 1981, 1987, 1990 and 1997. Coach 
Williams-Flournoy made her first appearance in the SEC Tourna-
ment as a head coach. It was Auburn’s first appearance as the No. 
11 seed.
	 Coach Williams-Flournoy won an SEC Tournament title at 
Georgia in 2001 as an assistant coach. 

AS THE NO. 11 SEED
	 Auburn made its first-ever appearance in the SEC Tournament as 
the No. 11 seed in 2013, falling to LSU, 65-62.

ALVERSON EARNS COMMUNITY SERVICE HONORS
	 Auburn senior Blanche Alverson was one of five NCAA Division 
I women’s basketball student-athletes named to the inaugural All-
state WBCA Good Works Team, Allstate and the Women’s Basketball 
Coaches Association announced Feb. 26. She was also named to the 
SEC Community Service Team on March 4.
	 The awards recognizes a unique group of women’s college 
basketball student-athletes who have made outstanding contribu-
tions in the areas of volunteerism and civic involvement including 
building homes for the elderly, leading basketball clinics, reading to 
students and working with children with hearing disabilities.
	 Alverson earned the honors for starting her own community 
service program, Ballin’ For Books. Over the last two years, Ballin’ 
For Books has collected more than 2,500 books to be donated to 
area reading and literacy programs.

TIGER EARN ACADEMIC HONORS
	 Three Tigers were named to the SEC Academic Honor Roll for 
the work in the classroom during the 2012-13 season. They were 
Blanche Alverson, Julie King and Courtney Strain. To make the 
honor roll, a student-athlete must have completed at least 24 
academic hours and have either a 3.0 GPA for the previous two 
semesters or a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or greater.
	 Alverson, Cabriana Capers, Chadarryl Clay, King and Strain were 
also recognized at the AUSPY Awards on April 23 as Academic Top 
Tigers. Top Tigers are those with a 3.0 GPA, regardless of classifica-
tion.

GOING OUT IN STYLE
	 Auburn senior Blanche Alverson went out in style on March 3. 
Playing on her Senior Day, Alverson torched Mississippi State for 
a career-high 32 points, making her the first Auburn player since 
DeWanna Bonner to score 30 or more points in a game. Bonner 
scored 32 against Ole Miss in the 2009 SEC Tournament.

FORCING 25
	 Since 1987, Auburn has forced 25 or more turnovers in a game

	 A pillar of Coach Terri Williams-Flournoy’s style of play is a 
high-pressure defense that extends most of the floor. The Tigers 
foreced 20 or more turnovers in 20 of their 34 games. Auburn 
forced 25 or more in 10 games with a season-high 31 against 
Mississippi State. The 31 turnovers vs. MSU are also the most ever 
for Auburn against an SEC opponent.
	 In all, Auburn scored 687 points off turnovers in its 34 games, 
averaging 20.2 points off turnovers per game.

	 In the class rankings, Muhammad’s 475 points rank seventh 
all-time among sophomores while her 82 hold the sophomore 
record.

AGAINST THE RANKED
	 Auburn is 93-171 all-time against teams ranked in the 
Associated Press Top-25. Auburn was 1-6 against ranked teams in 
2012-13. The win was a 50-47 decision over #23 Arkansas on 
Jan. 3. Auburn then added a 78-56 loss at #20 Texas A&M on

	 Three of Auburn’s freshmen picked up their first collegiate start 
during the 2012-13 season.
	 Chadarryl Clay picked up her first collegiate start Feb. 10 
against Florida, tallying six points with six assists in the loss. She 
was the first freshman to start for Auburn this season and the first 
since Hasina Muhammad started in the SEC Tournament against 
Florida last year.
	 Tra’cee Tanner matched her in the next game, picking up her 
first career start against Alabama on Feb. 17. Tanner scored two 
points with five rebounds in the win. Cabriana Capers is the most 
recent, starting Feb. 24 against Missouri. She notched seven 
points, seven rebounds and two assists in her first start.

BY MY SISTER’S SIDE
	 With Tra’cee Tanner getting her first start against Alabama, 
it marked the first time for her to start alongside her older sister, 
Tyrese Tanner, at Auburn. It was the first time for sisters to start 
together at Auburn since Sherell and Reneisha Hobbs did on Nov. 
26, 2008 at UAB. The Hobbs sisters started just that one game 
together while Ruthie and Mae Ola Bolton started 43 games 
together from 1985-88.

27 points while Tyrese Tanner scored 24. It marked the fourth time 
this season for two Tigers to score 20 or more points in a game.

Miss while Muhammad (24) and Tanner (20) did at Missouri. 
Against Tulane earlier this season, both Muhammad and Alverson 
scored 21 points against the Green Wave.

	 The mark ties for fourth all-time at Auburn in single-game steals 
and is the most in the SEC this season. The nine steals are also tied 
for 10th in the nation in single-game steals.
	 When Muhammad reached the mark, it was the most steals in a 
game for an Auburn player in 20 years.

	 Six different Tigers pulled down seven double-doubles during 
the 2012-13 season after tallying just one last season. Peyton 
Davis had the first with 13 points and 12 rebounds against Hofstra. 
Hasina Muhammad followed up with 21 points and 10 rebounds 
against George Washington.
	 Blanche Alverson picked up her first of the season, second of 
her career, with 11 points and 10 rebounds against UTC. Freshman 
Tra’cee Tanner tallied one with 21 points and 12 rebounds against 
Jacksonville. She was the first freshman since DeWanna Bonner on 
March 2, 2006 to notch a double-double.

	 Junior Peyton Davis pulled down a career-high 17 rebounds 
against Arkansas on Jan. 3. The 17 boards are the most for an 
Auburn player since KeKe Carrier pulled down 19 against Valparaiso 
on Dec. 28, 2010. Davis’ 17 rebounds are also tied for 27th all-
time at Auburn in single-game rebounds.

	 Auburn’s Tanner sisters made a good combination on March

	 Against WKU on March 24, Auburn forced 26 turnovers while the 
Hilltoppers made just 23 field goals. It marked the 18th time that 
an Auburn opponent has committed more turnovers than made field 
goals.
	 On the season, Auburn opponents hit 720 field goals compared 
to 701 turnovers - 19 fewer turnovers than made field goals. The 
Tigers committed just 578 turnovers for a +123 margin on the 
season.

DOUBLE STREAK
	 Hasina Muhammad saw her double-digit scoring streak come 
to an at South Carolina at 23 games. The sophomore had scored in 
double figures in the last two games of the 2011-12 season and 
all 21 games season to that point. In all, she has scored in double 
figures in 42 of her 64 games on The Plains.

JET POWERED
	 Najat Ouardad made her own waves in her senior season. The 
5-1 point guard tallied 11 assists vs. Samford, but topped the 
feat against Ole Miss with 14 assists. Her 14 assits were the most 
in the SEC and tied for fourth in the nation. They are the most for 
an Auburn player since 1988 and are tied for fifth all-time at AU 
in single-game steals. The 11 assists are tied for 19th all-time at 
Auburn.
	 She finished with 259 career assists, a mark that ranked 10th 
among active SEC players and 14th all-time at Auburn.

IT’S RAINING 3s
	 Blanche Alverson moved her way up the Auburn career 3-point 
list, finishing her career second with 213. She finished just six 
3-pointers behind Auburn record holder, and former teammate, Alli 
Smalley (219). In single-season rankings, Alverson’s 67 3-pointers 
this season were third all-time at Auburn in single-season 3s.
	 Against MSU, Alverson hit her 200th career 3-pointer. She 
became just the second Auburn player ever to reach 200 career 
3-pointers and the 33rd SEC player to do so.

OFF THE BENCH
	 Auburn had great bench support this with at least one player 
coming off the bench to score in double figures in 17 of the 34 
games. The Tigers’ bench scored 526 points on the season, averag-
ing 15.5 per game.

O-BOARDS
	 Auburn missed 1,192 shots in 2012-13 with 502 (42.1 per-
cent) resulting in offensive rebounds. That led to 504 second-chance 
points on the season, averaging 14.8 per game.

QUEEN BLANCHE
	 Senior Blanche Alverson, no stranger to awards on the court, 
added another piece of hardware to her collection on Nov. 3 as she 
was named Auburn’s Miss Homecoming. After a week of campaign-
ing, she found out the result of the vote at halftime of Auburn’s 
Homecoming Football Game against New Mexico State. She is the 
first Tiger student-athlete to earn the honor.

COMEBACK KIDS
	 At Tulane on Nov. 28, Auburn came from 16 points down at 
halftime to pull off the 70-65 win. It is the biggest comeback for 
the Tigers since coming back from 18 points down at Vanderbilt on 
Feb. 19, 2009, closing the gap to just a point in the final minute of 
the game only to lose 73-70. It was the first time for the Tigers to 
come back from a double-digit deficit since overcoming a 10-point 
deficit at Liberty on Dec. 7, 2008 to take away a 64-53 win.
	 The Tigers had a similar comeback on Feb. 24 as they rallied 
from a 15-point deficit to defeat Missouri, 67-59. In the SEC Tour-
nament against LSU, Auburn rallied from 18 down with 12 minutes 
to play to cut the deficit to two with nine second left. AU ran out of 
time, though, falling 65-62.

ALVERSON NAMED TO CAPITAL ONE 
ACADEMIC ALL-DISTRCT TEAM
	 Auburn senior Blanche Alverson was named to the Capital One 
Academic All-District IV Women’s Basketball First Team, the College 
Sports Information Directors of America (CoSIDA) announced Jan. 
31. By virtue of making the first team, her named will be added to 
the ballot for the Capital One Academic All-America Team, which 
will be announced on Feb. 21.
	 She is one of just three SEC players named to Academic 
All-District teams, joining Calli Berna (Arkansas) and Taber Spani 
(Tennessee).
	 Alverson earns the honor for the third year in a row, making the 
Capital One Academic All-District Second Team as a sophomore and 
the First Team as a junior. A biomedical sciences (pre-med) major, 
she currently holds a 3.6 cumulative grade-point average.

Junior Peyton Davis earned the first start of her career while senior 
Julie King and freshmen Cabriana Capers, Chadarryl Clay, Cedricka 
Sweeting and Tra’cee Tanner made their first collegiate basketball 
appearance.

TYRESE TANNER NAMED SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK
	 Auburn junior Tyrese Tanner was named the SEC’s Player of the 
Week on Nov. 12, the first player to earn the honor this season. 
She averaged 20.5 points, including a career-high 26 points, at the 
Sheraton Raleigh Wolfpack Invitational, Nov. 9-10.
	 Her 26 points were the most scored in the SEC to that point in 
the season. She is the first Tiger to earn the SEC’s weekly honor 
since Blanche Alverson did on Jan. 13, 2011.
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SEC Women’s Basketball Notes
• The SEC has posted impressive non-conference records in the last decade. The 
SEC compiled a 134-41 (.766) non-conference record in the 2011-12 season.
• Since the 1990 season, the SEC has compiled a 3047-935 (.765) record 
against other conferences. The league has recorded 150+ wins during eight 

seasons.
• SEC teams have earned appearances in 25 of 31 NCAA Final Fours, an 

accomplishment unmatched by any other league.
• Overall, SEC squads have filled 34 of the 124 Final Four berths, including 
having two Final Four teams in 1988 (Auburn, Tennessee), 1989 (Auburn, 
Tennessee), 1995 (Georgia, Tennessee), 1996 (Georgia, Tennessee), 1998 

(Arkansas, Tennessee), 2004 (LSU, Tennessee), 2005 (LSU, Tennessee), 2007 
(LSU, Tennessee) and 2008 (LSU, Tennessee).

• SEC teams have made 18 appearances in a nation-high 16 NCAA Champion-
ship games, winning eight NCAA Championships (Tennessee: 1987, 1989, 

1991, 1996, 1997, 1998, 2007 and 2008).
• The league also had the distinction of providing both national finalists twice 
in its history in 1996 (Tennessee 83, Georgia 65) and in 1989 (Tennessee 76, 

Auburn 60).
• SEC teams have won 347 NCAA Tournament games against 180 losses 

(.658) for an average of 11.2 NCAA wins per year.
• In addition, all 14 current members have appeared in the NCAA Tournament.
• The SEC has paced the pack in NCAA tournament bids 22 times in its 31-year 

history.
• The SEC was the first league to ever have eight teams invited to the NCAA 

Tournament, doing so in 1999, 2002 and 2012.
• The SEC was also the first league to ever have seven teams invited to the 

NCAA Tournament and earned this honor a leading seven times (1986, 1991, 
1995, 1996, 1997, 2003, 2004).

• The SEC is one of a handful of leagues to have won three national tourna-
ment titles with eight NCAA, two WNIT and three NWIT. Along with the eight 

NCAA championships won by Tennessee, Arkansas (1999) and Auburn (2003) 
captured the current Women’s NIT titles. But the first-ever SEC national title 

belongs to Georgia, winners of the 1981 NWIT which predates the current NCAA 
tournament. LSU (1985) and Kentucky (1990) also won NWIT titles. Both 

Arkansas (1987) and South Carolina (1979) won the WNIT as members of their 
previous conferences.

• In 2003, Auburn won the WNIT title with wins over South Alabama, Florida 
State, Richmond, Creighton and Baylor. In 1999, the Arkansas Lady Razorbacks 

defeated Wisconsin 76-64 to claim the SEC’s first WNIT championship.
• In 1981, Georgia defeated Pittsburg, California and Arizona State (in OT) 

to capture the NWIT Championship, the firstever national championship of any 
kind for the SEC in women’s basketball.

MUHAMMAD NAMED SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK
	 After averaging 18.5 points, 8.0 rebounds, 7.0 steals and 
2.5 blocks per game in Auburn’s games against GW and Temple, 
sophomore guard Hasina Muhammad was named the SEC Player 
of the Week for the first time in her career on Dec. 17.
	 At GW, Muhammad tied her career high with 21 points, 
including 14 in the second half, leading Auburn to a 69-59 win 
over the Colonials. She earned her first career double-double with 
a career-high 10 rebounds and nearly had a triple-double as she 
tallied nine steals. Her nine steals are the most for a player in the 
SEC this season and rank fourth all-time at Auburn in single-game 
steals.
	 She came right back against Temple on Sunday with 16 points, 
six rebounds, six assists, five steals and three blocks. Her six assists 
were a new career high while her three blocked shots tied her 
career high.

ORR NAMED TO ALABAMA SPORTS HALL OF FAME
	 Auburn great Vickie Orr is one of eight individuals that make up 
the Alabama Sports Hall of Fame Class of 2013. The banquet was 
held May 18, 2013 in Birmingham.
	 One of Auburn’s greatest women’s basketball players, Orr was 
a Kodak All-American three consecutive years in 1987, 1988 
and 1989. The 1988 SEC Player of Year, Orr is second all-time 
at Auburn scoring with 2,035 points and is one of only two Tiger 
players to score more than 2,000 points and have 1,000 rebounds. 
	 Orr helped led the Tigers to two straight NCAA Championship 
games and was the MVP of the NCAA Mid-East Regional and All-
Final Four team in 1989. Internationally, Orr was a member of the 
1990 U.S.A. Team that won a Gold Medal in the World Champion-
ships and a member of the 1990 Goodwill team that won the Gold 
Medal. She was also a member of the 1992 U.S. Olympic Team 
that won a Bronze Medal. She went on to play professionally in 
Italy from 1990-92.

JACKSON NAMED SEC GREAT
	 Former Auburn great Becky Jackson was announced Jan. 10 
as a member of the SEC 2013 Class of Women’s Legends. The 
class will be recognized during the 2013 SEC Women’s Basketball 
Tournament in Duluth, Ga. Jackson, a native of Franklin, La., 
played basketball at Auburn from 1980-84.
	 A four-time All-SEC performer, Becky Jackson finished her ca-
reer as Auburn’s all-time leading scorer and rebounder with 2,068 
points and 1,118 rebounds. The Kodak All-American scored 38 
points in a game, matching the second-highest mark in school his-
tory. She was named an AIAW All-State performer as a freshman 
and was also named to the Alabama State All-Tournament Team. 
In 1981 and 1983, Jackson was named to the American Women’s 
Sports Foundation All-American team and was named MVP of the 
SEC Tournament in 1981.
	 Her career totals are still among the best all-time at Auburn as 
she ranks second in career scoring, behind DeWanna Bonner, ranks 
ninth in career blocks and still holds the Auburn career rebounding 
record.
