Precipitation: 
Precipitation for the year was generally below normal, except a few locations in the central and southwest where totals 
were 1 to 4 inches above normal. Rainfall amounts ranged from near normal to 5 inches below in the west half of 
the state to 5 to 1 5 inches below normal over the east. Gadsden had the greatest departure, which was over 1 9 
inches below normal. Total amounts ranged from near 35 inches in Gadsden to around 65 inches in the southwest 
and coastal areas. 

Temperatures: 
1993 was a year of extremes across Alabama, ranging from the "Blizzard of 93" in March which brought record 
snowfall up to 13 inches in parts of the state to the sweltering 100 degree plus temperatures in July. However, for 
the year, temperatures ranged within one or two degrees of normal except for a few locations which were three 
degrees below normal. Extreme lows for the year were mainly recorded during the March snowstorm and ranged from 
near O over locations that received the heaviest snow, single digits over the north, teens south, and lower to mid 20s 
extreme south and coast. The number of days with freezing temperatures ranged from near 1 0 days along the coast 
and extreme southeast to near 100 days in the colder locations of the north. Extreme highs for the year mainly 
occurred in July and ranged from mid to upper 90's along the coast and northeast to low 1 OOs elsewhere. Huntsville 
recorded the highest temperature for the year with 104 degrees. Temperatures exceeded 90 degrees on 45 to 75 days 
in the north and 75 to 105 days in the south.

Total Acreage of Principal Crops Down: Harvested acres of corn, soybeans, hay, peanuts, and cotton totaled 
1,934,000 acres for the 1993 season. This compares with 1,944,000 acres the previous year and 2,023,000 in 
1991. More acres were devoted to soybeans, cotton, hay, and peanuts while corn acreage declined. 

Dry Weather Cuts Yields: Corn for grain was 55 bushels per acre compared with the 1992 crop year record of 

94 bushels. Soybean yield, at 24 bushels per acre, was 5 bushels below the record set in 1992. Peanut yield was 
1,980 pounds compared with 2,505 a year earlier. Cotton yielded 524 pounds of lint per acre compared with 731 
pounds in 1992. Yields for most other crops produced in Alabama also showed a decrease. 

Early Crop Season Progress: Wet ground limited field work across the State in January and February. On March 
14, a major winter storm damaged early small fruit crops and spring vegetables. Heavy rains and wet ground delayed 
field work from late March through mid-April. Warmer, dryer weather returned by late April speeding up the planting 
pace. Soil moisture ratings remained mostly adequate during May, but were over 90 percent short by mid-June. 
Isolated showers were the norm for most of July and August with short soil moisture ratings of 60 percent or higher. 
Peach fruit size was reduced by dry weather conditions. Early August rains softened fields enough to allow peanut 
peg penetration. Beet army worm pressure was especially high in northeast Alabama cotton fields. 

Late Crop Season Progress: Early peanut yields and quality ratings were reduced by dry weather while late 

planted fields benefitted from timely rains. Drought conditions forced more corn grain acres to be cut for silage than 
originally planned. Pecan production was cut due to poor nut fill caused by lack of moisture. Summer Irish potato 
production fell by 40 percent due to lack of rainfall. Cotton boll size was reduced by the dry growing season. Severe 
insect damage and lack of moisture caused higher than normal abandonment, especially in Cherokee County. Cool, 
dry weather in October provided excellent harvest conditions with cotton and soybean harvest pace ahead of normal. 
A shortage of moisture delayed seeding of the 1994 wheat crop and reduced germination. Some fields had to be 
replanted. Wet weather delayed late soybean and cotton harvest.

Cattle and Calves: Total cattle and calves on Alabama farms was 1.81 million·on January 1, 1994, up 2 percent 

from 1993. Beef cow inventory was up 6 percent at 922,000 head. Beef cow replacement heifers, at 153,000 head, 

were down 4 percent from the previous year. The estimated 38,000 milk cows were down 5 percent from a year 

earlier. Milk replacement heifer inventory decreased 12 percent. Other heifers, at 47,000 head, compared with 
53,000 in 1993. Bulls increased from 62,000 to 65,000. Steers went from 108,000 head in 1993 to 95,000 head 
in 1994. The inventory of calves in Alabama totaled 475,000, a 3 percent increase from January 1, 1993. Cash 

receipts from farm marketings during 1993 totaled $374.4 million, down sharply from the previous year. The number 

of cattle and calves marketed during 1993 decreased by 1 8 percent. Prices received for cattle and calves were up 

$2.20 and $5.60 per hundredweight respectively. 

Hogs and Pigs: All hogs and pigs on hand December 1, 1993, was 370,000 head, remaining unchanged from 

1992. The number of breeding hogs at 60,000 and total market hogs at 310,000 were also unchanged from the 

previous year. Seventy-four thousand sows farrowed 573,000 pigs in 1993, 18 percent below a year earlier. The 

average number of pigs per litter was 7.75 compared with 7.85 in 1992. Cash receipts from pork were down 10 

percent and prices received per cwt were up $4.40. 

Milk Production: Dairymen in the State produced 515 million pounds of milk on their farms in 1993, 2 percent 

above the previous year. Milk per cow averaged 13,205 pounds, an increase of 937 pounds per cow. Prices received 

went from $14.50 in 1992 to $14.20 per cwt in 1993. Alabama Cash Receipts from milk sales in 1993 was slightly 

higher than 1992 sales at 72.6 million dollars. 

Catfish: There were 260 operations in the State producing catfish on January 1, 1994, a drop off of 40 from 

January 1993. Water surface area used for catfish production was 17,100 acres, down 7 percent from the preceding 

year. Sales of catfish in Alabama tallied $40.1 million, increasing 24 percent from $32.2 million during 1992. 

Sheep and Lambs: Sheep and lamb inventory on January 1, 1994, amounted to 10,300 head, a 6 percent decline 

from January 1993. Ewes, at 7, 700 head, remained unchanged and rams, at 800 head, increased by 200 from 1993. 

However, ewe and ram lamb numbers, totaling 1,800 head, were down from the previous year. Cash receipts for 

1993 of $260,000 from sheep and lambs showed a gain of 23 percent from the previous year. Total pounds marketed 

for sheep and lambs were up, although the average prices received were down $2.00 and $1.00 respectively.

Broiler Production and Value: Alabama broiler producers marketed 882.2 million birds during the 1993 marketing 

year, a decrease of 14.2 million from 1992. Cullman County was the leading broiler producer, followed by DeKalb, 

Marshall, Coffee, and Blount counties. Cash receipts amounted to $1.35 billion up 13 percent from the previous year. 
Alabama ranked third in broiler production behind Arkansas and Georgia. 

Layer and Eggs: The Southern United Egg Producers (SUEP) and other data users requested changes to the Layer 

and Egg Estimation program to make data more useful to the egg industry. The changes included the definition of a 

laying hen, which was changed from hens and pullets of laying age to layers 20 weeks and older. During 1993, 

Alabama's laying flocks produced 2,538 million eggs, up 26 million from the previous year. There were 11.2 million 

Layers 20 weeks and older on hand December 1, 1993 compared with 10.9 million in 1992. Cullman County had the 

largest inventory, followed by Marshall, DeKalb, Blount, and Randolph counties. Cash receipts from eggs were $218 

million up 28 percent from 1992. Alabama ranked eleventh nationally in egg production. 

Broiler Hatchery Production: Commercial broiler hatcheries in Alabama hatched 1.04 billion chicks in 1993, equal 

to the previous year's record high. Alabama hatcheries shipped 129.4 million broiler-type chicks to other states, 

including 47.8 million to Mississippi and 44.1 million to Georgia. Chicks shipped into Alabama were 32.4 million, an 

increase of 2.5 million from 1992. Egg-type hatchery data are no longer published to avoid disclosing individual 

operations.

Prices Received by Farmers: Prices received by farmers represent monthly and marketing year average prices 

at the point of first sale for all grades and qualities of the commodity sold. Points of first sale range from bulk sales 

at the farm to packed and graded products delivered to a local market. For crops, the price refers to all sales during 

the year, regardless of the year harvested. The average price would result from dividing the total dollars received by 

all farmers, before any marketing charges are deducted, by the total quantity sold. Contract sales are reported in the 
month of settlement, not when agreements are made. Transactions are finalized when delivery and payment are 

completed. Prices are on an "as sold" basis, with the following exception: milk is priced free on board (f.o.b.) plant 

or receiving station. Monthly prices are based on all sales of the commodity during the entire month. Exceptions are 

hay, eggs, and turkeys, which are based on a five day period centered on the 15th of the month. Marketing Year 

Average Prices are weighted average prices for crops, livestock and poultry items sold during the marketing year. 

Prices Paid by Farmers: The number of production items used on farms is so extensive that it is not feasible to 

collect price data for all inputs. Therefore, about 180 selected items are priced to represent groups of similar items 

in the major production expenditure categories. Prices paid by Alabama farmers are represented in the Agency's prices 

paid surveys, but no individual State estimates are published. Average prices for the surveyed production input items 

are a component of the Index of Prices Paid by Farmers. This index, calculated on the 1910-14 base, is called the 

Parity Index and is required by law.

Farm Cash Receipts: Cash receipts from farm marketings increased 3 percent from $2,816 million in 1992 to 
$2,912 million for 1993. Livestock and poultry products, valued at $2,184 million, accounted for 75 percent of the 
total. Crops (including nursery and greenhouse products), totaled $728 million to make up the remaining 25 percent. 
Also, non-farm commercial timber receipts increased 33 percent from $392 million in 1992 to $523 million. Total farm 
and forestry receipts (including government payments and other farm income) increased 6 percent from $3,636 million 
in 1992 to $3,870 million. 

Alabama broilers and eggs accounted for 54 percent of the state's total farm marketings receipts. Cattle and calves 
ranked second with 13 percent. Greenhouse, sod, and nursery products were third (7 percent), followed by cotton 
(5 percent) and peanuts (5 percent). Each of these five enterprises had sales of over 100 million dollars and together, 
they made up almost 85 percent of the total cash receipts. 

Receipts from the state's broilers totaled $1,350 million in 1993, up $1 55 million from the 1992 total of $1, 195 
million. Cattle and calf returns totaled $374 million, down $61 million from the 1992 total of $435 million. Receipts 
from greenhouse, sod, and nursery crops were up from the previous year. Cotton, corn, peanuts, and wheat receipts 
were down. 

Cash Receipts Tables: Cash receipts for counties with limited production are included in district totals. 

Definitions: The definitions below will be helpful in interpreting the information on the following pages. 

Cash Receipts: Estimates of the value of all agricultural commodities marketed or removed from the farm where 
produced during the calendar year. Sales were from open-market channels, placement of commodities under CCC 
loan, any gain (excess of market value over CCC contract value) on commodities reclaimed from CCC and any other 
removals. Cash receipts include sales of commodities regardless of the year produced. Cash receipts do not include 
non-monetary transactions such as on-farm use of agricultural commodities. 

Government Payments: Includes both cash payments for feed grain, wheat, cotton, wool, amount paid under 
agricultural and conservation programs, miscellaneous payments under programs such as Rural Clean Water and 
Disaster, as well as payment-in-kind (PIK). The Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service (ASCS) supplied 
the information. 

Farm Forest Products: Stumpage revenue from sales of forest products from farms. These receipts are considered 
Other Farm Income. These data and non-farm timber sales by county were provided by the Alabama Forestry 
Commission. 

Non-farm Commercial Timber: Stumpage revenue from sales of forest products taken from other private, forest 
industry and government owned lands. 

Other Farm Income: Includes machine hire and custom work, forest product sales, custom feeding fees, and other 
farm business-related income. In the county tables these receipts are not published separately for each county, but 
are included in district totals. 

Value of Production: Crop value is derived by multiplying production by the estimated season average price received 
by farmers. Value of production for livestock and poultry reflects value of the number of head on the inventory date. 
It is derived by multiplying the number of head by an estimated value per head as of that date.
